Every day their 
names are brought before the 
throne of grace.  
 
My prayer list doesn't include 
just my family, I also pray for 
the Vasa Congregation. I pray 
for the folks on our public  
prayer list. I pray for those who 
have asked for private prayer 
support. I also pray for people 
that I know are struggling but 
who are, for a variety of      
reasons, unable to even ask for 
support. In that way I am part-
nering with the Holy Spirit and 
interceding for those who are in 
a weak place and cannot pray 
for themselves. 
 
Best of all, on occasion I am 
able to look someone in the eye 
and tell them that I have been 
praying for them every day. 
Perhaps that is the heart of my 
message to you today. Don't 

wait for people to ask; just go 
ahead and pray for them. Be as 
consistent as you can possibly 
manage. Stick with it for the 
long term. Make a list if you 
need to. Be confident that if an 
earnest conversation takes 
place at a later date you can 
look that person in the eye and 
truthfully tell them that you 
have been praying for them. 
You will be amazed at their re-
sponse. After all these years, I 
can say with absolute assur-
ance that prayer works!
